The Battery is at the forefront of sustainable
urban park planning and organic horticulture. The youth programs engage 6800 elementary, middle, and
high school students annually in hands-on experiences in the farm and throughout the park. Farm
produce is donated to schools that participate in farm programming and non-profit partners.

The Educator position is part-time and seasonal from mid-March to October 31. Applicants should have
experience working on small farms or gardens and in youth education, and should be comfortable
working outdoors and with students of various ages and diverse backgrounds. Educators will assist with
teaching educational programs throughout The Battery and with general maintenance on the farm.
